19 at t he Lincoln Memorial on Sunday, May 3, 2020 (yes, 4 days from now). The security 
foot print that this event wil l requ ire 

Th is w ill requ ire a special detai l t hat wi ll be in excess 
sworn personnel. Please start letting your personnel know t hat t here will be a cancellation of 
sign-off days on Sunday for t he majority of the WMA and t hey w ill need to check t he detail to 
see if t hey are working. In add it ion, "D" Squad may be brought in early Sunday night for 
Monday, and "B" Squad w ill likely be held past t heir normal tour of duty. I'm sure personnel 
w ill bring up t he short not ificat ion, but t he Weekly Bu llet in states t he following: 

"FORCEWIDE: Short Notice Cancellation of Sign-Off Days in Response to t he COVID-19 
Pandemic: Due to t he world-wide emergency brought on by t he COVID-19 pandemic, t he 
USPP must immediat ely implement mission crit ica l adjustments, inclusive of assignment 
changes and extensions of t ours of duty. As such, sign-off days are subject to change and/or 
being cancelled; work sh ift s are subject to being ext ended; and tours of duty are subject to 
change on short not ice until further notice." 

If asked, t his has been in t he Weekly Bulletin since March 25, 2020. Th is POTUS event is 



directly related to the COVID-19 pandemic.
